Football. Receiving the ball - This is the second most important skill that you will need to have

Trapping - this refers to playing in a defensive way, whereby you can close the ball

Dribbling - This is important, because without it you cannot move the ball. It is also
useful when playing in both defensive or attacking plays. Teams that employ a
dribbling mentally tend to win games. This is in part due to the amount of game
possession .
